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This is one of a number of community appointment days that we're doing across North West London and North Central London. It's an opportunity for residents to get a joined up overview of what's available to support them.
There's a focus on musculoskeletal conditions, but actually what we've got at this event is multi disciplinary teams who can actually give a person- centred approach to supporting people into employment.
Its an amazing event and it will benefit a significant number of our residents, building their confidence, building their self-esteem, putting them in touch with various agencies such as the NHS, the Shaw Trust and the West London Alliance who have pulled this amazing event together.
I think it's really important for us to work across the system between partners, so between local authority partners, NHS partners to best support our local communities.
So I think it's really important that events like this are supported by you know local partners. So whether that is the NHS, whether that is the local authority, um whether it's the voluntary agencies, they all need to come together because actually they can't solve this problem on their on their own.
So, one of our main outcomes that's going to be positive is that we've got a lot of people here in one day. So, hopefully it will have a really positive impact on our waiting list, which is currently far too long, by giving people um what we call PIFU. So, they can phone for an appointment rather than giving them an appointment.
So, I think it's fantastic that participants can arrive on the day getting something practical out of the days. I would like to see these events moving towards carrying on you know beyond the community point that day running in the future as a regular thing a regular occurrence throughout the year.
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
